Criteria A: Appropriateness to Mission 

• The stated goals and objectives of the proposed 
program, or the objectives defined in the COR, must 
be consistent with the mission of the community 
colleges . . .  

• Systematic instruction 

• Mastery of skills/content is the basis of student 
achievement and learning
