The Governing Board, the president of the community college or his or her designee, or an
instructor shall suspend a student for good cause. The Governing Board is further authorized to
expel a student for good cause when other means of correction have failed to bring about
proper conduct, or when the presence of the student causes a continuing danger to the
physical safety of the student or others. (Ed. Code § 76030)

A. Causing, attempting to cause, or threatening to cause physical injury to another person.

B. Possession, sale or otherwise furnishing any firearm, knife, explosive or other dangerous
object, including but not limited to any facsimile firearm, knife or explosive, unless, in the
case of possession of any object of this type, the student has obtained written permission to
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
