• Colleges are encouraged to align 

integrated program plans with their 

college and district strategic 

plans/education master plans.

with students, staff, administrators (CSSO 

and CIO), faculty, Academic Senate, and 

members of the community as 

appropriate.

• The plan must be adopted by the 

governing board of the community 

college district.

• A separate plan must be submitted for 

each college in the district.

• By leveraging the funding through the reduction of silos 
and participatory governance, activities from the three 
plans has been effective. 

• In fall of 2015, Hartnell College adapted a crosswalk from 
3CSN that showed the connections between SSSP, Equity, 
BSI, and HSI funding.

• In Fall 2017, as a result of a Senate resolution encouraging the 

development of a noncredit philosophy and processes, a 

noncredit task force convened to examine and to develop the 

most effective means to meet the noncredit curricular needs of 

Hartnell students. 

• These meetings involve examination of anticipated noncredit 

needs, the parameters governing noncredit course offerings, and 

the capacity necessary to sustain a successful noncredit program. 

• Inventory of the college’s current infrastructure was reviewed to 

examine intake processes, course-related items, after-course 

ends processes, the student information system, 

organizational/communication structures, faculty qualifications, 

faculty salary/load, staffing for IT, A&R, and Administrative 

Services, and other support areas.

• Shift towards integrated planning model to 

better leverage funds for student success

• Colleges hold ultimate responsibility for how 

funds are spent (based on Ed. Code & title 5)

• No comprehensive list of allowable expenditures

• Expenditure decisions happen at the local level

• Expenditures must be reasonable and justifiable

• BSI/SE/SSSP will be included in the District Audit

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Expenditure Guidelines Overview

• Colleges have two years to expend each 

fiscal year’s allocations for BSI, SE and SSSP

• Fiscal reporting requirements to be determined

• Match requirement for SSSP remains

• Expenditures allowed to meet match are the 

same expenditures allowed with program funds

• Non-allowable program fund expenditures also 

non- allowable for match

• Culture of “Local Responsibility”
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Expenditure Guidelines Overview

• Ultimate responsibility on colleges and 
districts

• Recommended Best Practice: Create

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BSI, SE, SSSP Expenditures

Reasonable and Justifiable

• All expenditures should be reasonable and 

justifiable

• “Reasonable” means expenditures are prudent 

and every effort is made to utilize funds 

efficiently

• “Justifiable” means expenditures are 

consistent with 
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BSI, SE, SSSP Expenditures

• Ongoing versus one-time expenses

• SSSP: ~81 percent in salaries and 

benefits

• Equity: ~ 70 percent in salaries and 

benefits

• BSI: no positions
